CALLICOON, NY — On Country Fair 
weekend, every corner of Callicoon feels 
alive. Upper and Lower Main Street fill with 
the sound of live music and the scent of kettle 
corn. Children zigzag between face painters 
and craft tables while shoppers linger over 
tie-dyed tees, small-batch candles and hand-
made ceramics. It’s festive, it’s nostalgic and 
it helps to fuel the local economy.

The fair—which takes place this year on 
Saturday, July 26—isn’t just a celebration 
of summer; it’s a showcase. For many small 
businesses, it’s one of the most important 
weekends of the year.

From pop-up vendors and family farms 
to local shops and restaurants, nearly every 
business in town feels the ripple effect of 
the fair. Eateries prep for packed patios, 
shops stock and restock in anticipation and 
artisans hustle to have fresh inventory ready. 
For newer businesses, it’s a chance to make 
their debut in front of a built-in audience. For 
longtime shops, it’s a way to reconnect with 
regulars and meet fresh faces.

What makes Callicoon uniquely posi-
tioned for moments like this is the town’s 
signature mix of history, hospitality and 
hustle. Yes, it’s postcard-pretty: A hamlet on 
the Delaware River, listed on the National 
Historic Register, with architecture that nods 
to the past. But behind those 1800s store-
fronts are business owners with bold ideas 
and a modern, artistic entrepreneurial streak.

Some have been here for generations. 
Others arrived more recently, drawn by the 
pace, the possibility or the chance to start 
something from scratch. What they have in 
common is a shared belief that small towns 
can do big things and that doing business 
here isn’t just about profit, it’s about place.

You see it in the way shop windows turn 
into gallery spaces during the Callicoon 
Artwalk. In the way the pantry, the European 
eatery and the bakery-meets-design studio 
each bring their own flavor to the same 
block. In the way local makers don’t just 

sell you a product, they invite you into their 
process, their story, their studio.

This year, the stories are evolving. There’s 
fresh energy flowing through town.

A collection of live/work/retail spaces are 
quietly taking shape on Upper Main Street. 
A groovy vintage store is expanding its in-
ventory with a more inclusive mix of wares. 
A small-batch knitting studio hosts classes 
where visitors can craft themselves a sweat-
er. The wine bar now slings cocktails, and 
the hotel now boasts a vibey cabana lounge. 
Don’t forget the cidery up the hill, chock 
full of summer programming from food and 
drink pop-ups to gardening, pickling and 
foraging workshops. And a seasonal maker’s 
market that started as a weekend pop-up has 
now anchored itself into something more 
permanent.

Some of these changes are subtle, others 
are splashier. But all of them point to a 
town that isn’t standing still. Events like the 
Country Fair are part of what gives these 
ideas a platform—a reason for people to 
show up, slow down and explore.

That’s the real engine under all the fair-
day fun: Callicoon’s ability to draw people in 
with charm, then surprise them with what’s 
behind it. A business community that’s cre-
ative, resilient and constantly reinventing 
itself.

So yes, come for the dunk tank. Stay for 
the cider tastings, the riverside walk and the 
plethora of vintage and antique treasures. 
Peek into a gallery. Order the special with 
just-picked greens from a local farm. Let a 
stranger recommend the hygge-like shop you 
almost walked past.

The fair on July 26 might only last a day, 
but Callicoon will keep humming long after 
the music winds down. And if you come 
back for the Artwalk or Dickens on the 
Delaware—chances are, something new will 
be waiting for you.
